We will then post the top entries, e.g. the top ten, on a Survey Monkey to

allow the general public to vote on the best entries.

If your design is selected as a prize winner, you will be asked to supply for

printing:

« A high definition (300 dpi resolution) file of the poster, with a 3 mm bleed

on all four sides
» The original files including fonts and graphics

* The text must be editable for countries who will want to reproduce the

posters in their national languages



« The files should be editable i InDesign, Photoshop or Hiustrator.

Please note: IEC, 1SO and ITU will get full rights to the entries(s) you
submit. By submitting your entry to this Contest, you grant the organizers
(jointly and severally)} a worldwide, royalty-free, perpetual, non-exclusive
